  Heard learned counsel appearing for the appellants and learned APP 

appearing for State. 

  This application has been preferred by the appellants u/s 389(1) of 

the Cr.P.C. for grant of bail during the pendency of the appeal. 

    The appellants appear to have been convicted for the offences u/s 307, 

323, 342, 324 and 452 I.P.C. and the maximum sentence imposed upon him 

is 5 years R.I. The appellants have remained in custody for a period of about 

01 year and 01 month. It also appears that the appellants are the nephew of 

the informant and on account of a land dispute the assault had taken place 

and the informant had suffered a grievous injury as per the opinion based 

on C.T. Scan report.  

    Considering the fact that there is previous land dispute which was 

existing between the parties and that the informant and the appellants are 

related coupled with the period of custody undergone by the appellants, 

they are directed to be released on bail during pendency of this appeal, on 

furnishing bail bond of Rs. 10,000/- (Rs. Ten Thousand) each with two 

sureties of the like amount each to the satisfaction of learned trial court 

[Additional Judicial Commissioner-VI, Ranchi] in connection with Sessions 

Trial No. 212 of 2017.  

    I.A. No. 3627 of 2019 stands allowed and disposed of.
