   This application has been preferred by the 

petitioner no. 1 for exemption to surrender in terms of Rule 

159 of the Jharkhand High Court, Rules. 

   It has been submitted by the learned counsel for 

the petitioner no. 1 that the amount of compensation to the 

tune of Rs. 1,40,000/- has already been deposited before the 

learned Registrar General through a Demand Draft. It has 

been submitted that since the validity period of the Demand 

Draft has expired, the same shall be revalidated and 

deposited before the Office of the learned Registrar General 

within a period of one week from today.  

     In view of the exceptional circumstance on account 

of the deposit of the compensation amount before the learned 

Registrar General, the petitioner no. 1 is exempted to 

surrender in terms of Rule 159 of the Jharkhand High Court, 

Rules.  

      However, at the same time, the petitioner no. 1 is 

directed to deposit the revalidated Draft within a period of one 

week from today before the learned Registrar General and if 

the said Demand Draft is deposited the learned Registrar 

General is directed to release the said Demand Draft in favour 



of the opposite party no. 2 on proper proof of the 

identification of the opposite party no. 2.  

     Since the Demand Draft is at present in the Office 

of the learned Registrar General, he is directed to return the 

Demand Draft in favour of the petitioner no.1 for its 

revalidation. 

      I.A. No. 9351 of 2024 stands disposed of.
