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of the amount of compensation or interest said to be in terms of the
order of remand dated 23.06.2011 passed in C.W.J.C. No. 2179 of
1998(R).

6. He has submitted with all fairness that no calculation of the amount
either of the compensation or interest is being reflected from the

impugned order.

7. This Court fails to understand that for what reason the present writ
petition has been filed by invoking the jurisdiction conferred to this

Court under Article 226 of the Constitution of India.

8. Let the response be given by filing an affidavit to be sworn by the
Secretary, Land Reforms.
