 Heard the parties. 

 Though notice has been validly served upon the opposite parties 

yet no one turns up on behalf of rest of the opposite parties except the 

opposite party No. 7(a) to 7(g) in spite of repeated calls.  

 Learned counsel for the petitioner submits that this interlocutory 

application has been filed with the prayer to condone the delay of 251 

days in filing the instant C.M.P. for readmission of S.A. No. 347 of 2003 

which was dismissed for non-compliance of the peremptory order dated 

22.08.2022 of depositing cost of Rs.1,000/-. It is next submitted that the 

appellant could know about the dismissal of the appeal only on 

13.08.2023 when he came to the Office of his counsel but by that time, 

the delay had already occurred. It is further submitted that the delay 

caused in filing the instant C.M.P. is neither deliberate nor intentional. It 

is then submitted that the petitioner has very good grounds to agitate in 

this C.M.P. and unless the delay of 251 days in filing the instant C.M.P. 

is condoned, the petitioner will be highly prejudiced. Hence, it is 

submitted that the delay of 251 days in filing the instant C.M.P., be 

condoned.  

 Considering the facts and circumstances of the case, the delay of 

251 days in filing the instant C.M.P. is condoned. 



  This interlocutory application is disposed of accordingly.
