  2.  The present interlocutory application has been filed on 

behalf of the petitioner for setting aside the notice no. 86 dated 

27.03.2023, notice no. 304 dated 20.03.2023 and notice no. 

265/2022-23 dated 18.03.2023 issued to the petitioner for taking 

physical possession of his property in dispute as well as for 

changing the name of the respondent-Bank from Allahabad Bank to 

Indian Bank.  

  3.  Learned counsel for the petitioner submits that since 

the petitioner is required to amend the writ petition seeking 

challenge to the aforesaid notices issued with respect to the 

property in question, he may be permitted to file a fresh 

interlocutory application for the said purpose. However, the name of 

the respondent-Bank may be permitted to be changed from 

Allahabad Bank to Indian Bank, as the former bank has been 

merged in the later bank (Indian Bank).  

  4.  Considering the said prayer, the petitioner is permitted 
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to file an interlocutory application for amendment in the writ 

petition seeking challenge to the aforesaid notices. 

  5.    So far as the name of the respondent-Bank as 

mentioned in the cause title of the writ petition is concerned, the 

same is permitted to be changed as Indian Bank.  

 6.    Let necessary changes in the cause title of the writ 

petition be made by learned counsel for the petitioner within one 

week.  

  7.    The present interlocutory application stands disposed 

of.

  8.    The present interlocutory application has been filed on 

behalf of the petitioner to take action against the respondent 

authority for fabricating a document by forging the signature of the 

petitioner and filing the same with the counter affidavit dated 

05.11.2020.  

  9.    Mr. P.A.S Pati, learned counsel for the respondent-

Bank, prays for and is allowed three weeks’ time to file reply to the 

present interlocutory application.  

  10.   Considering the said prayer, put up this case under the 

same heading after four weeks.
