Judicial Magistrate 1% Class (Munsiff Baramulla) whereby the learned
Magistrate has in a proceedings under Section 125 of Cr.PC, granted interim
maintenance of Rs. 20,000/- in favour of the respondent.

It has been contended by learned senior counsel for the petitioner that
admittedly respondent happens to be major daughter of petitioner and as
such, absence of any physical or mental abnormality or injury, she is not

entitled to any maintenance from her father-the petitioner herein. It is

contended that this aspect of the matter has been totally ignored by the
learned Magistrate while passing the impugned order.

There appears to be prima facie merit in the submission made by
learned senior counsel for the petitioner and as such, a case for grant of
interim indulgence is made out.

Notice be sent to the respondent
through process serving agency of the District Court, Baramulla.

In the meantime, impugned order passed by the learned Magistrate

shall remain stayed.
