The patient
requires 24-hour personal care by family members and Hospital

support as required."

"6. By order dated 8th May, 2017 we had allowed the accused

appellant to remain on interim bail to look after his mother who

is suffering from an advanced stage of cancer. From time to time
we have extended the aforesaid order of interim bail permitting
the accused appellant to lay before the Court documentary
evidence showing the present health condition of his mother. By
the previous order of this Court dated 11th September, 2017
passed in the present matter we had required the learned State
Counsel to verify the correctness of the medical reports and
certificates brought on record by the accused appellant. The
same has been verified and an affidavit has been filed on behalf
of the State to the effect that the mother of the accused appellant
is, indeed, suffering from the disease which is at an advanced
stage and apart from palliative care no treatment/therapy is

possible."

"3. We are not inclined to interfere with the impugned
judgment and order. However, following the decision of this
Court in the case of Kamlendra Pratap Singh v. State of U.P. &

Ors., 2009(3) RCR (Criminal) 401 : 2009 (4) RAJ 151: 2009(4)
SCALE 77, we reiterate that a Court hearing a regular bail

application has got inherent power to grant interim bail pending
final disposal of the bail application. In our opinion, this is the
proper view in view of Article 21 of the Constitution of India
which protects the life and liberty of every person. When a
person applies for regular bail then the court concerned
ordinarily lists that application after a few days so that it can
look into the case diary which has to be obtained from the police
authorities and in the meantime the applicant has to go to jail.
Even if the applicant is released on bail thereafter, his reputation
may be tarnished irreparably in society. The reputation of a
person is his valuable asset, and is a facet of his right under
Article 21 of the Constitution vide Deepak Bajaj v. State of
Maharashtra & Anr., 2008(4) RCR (Criminal) 961: 2008(6) RAJ
357:JT 2008(11) SC 609.

4. Hence, we are of the opinion that in the power to grant bail
there is inherent power in the court concerned to grant interim
bail to a person pending final disposal of the bail application. Of
course, it is in the discretion of the court concerned to grant

interim bail or not but the power is certainly there."”
