Learned counsel for the appellant contends that the present dispute is 

purely civil in nature and that the opposite party no. 2, only to create 

illegal pressure upon the appellant, has cooked up a false and 

frivolous story and lodged the present false F.I.R. He further submits 

that the impugned summoning order has been passed by the learned 

court below in a routine and mechanical manner without application 

of judicial mind and is, therefore, liable to be quashed. It is also 

contended that no ingredients of the offence under the SC/ST Act 

are made out, as no caste-based abusive words were used in any 

public place, and the proceedings have been maliciously initiated to 

harass the appellant. The appellant is stated to be a person of clean 

antecedents with no criminal history, and the entire criminal 

proceeding, including the summoning order, is an abuse of the 

process of law.

Learned counsel for the opposite party no. 2 prays for and is granted 

two weeks’ time to file a counter affidavit.
