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Heard Mr. Sen, learned senior advocate appearing for
the appellants.

The learned advocates appearing for the respective
parties pray for leave to file affidavits-in-opposition to the
application for injunction.

Let such affidavits-in-opposition be filed within a
period of two weeks from date. Replies thereto, if any, be
filed within a week thereafter.
