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1. In the order dated March 5, 2026, the date of the 

order was erroneously mentioned as “March 5, 

2025”. 

2. Let such error be deemed to stand corrected by 

reading “March 5, 2026” instead of “March 5, 

2025” in the said order. 

3. An adjournment is sought on the ground of illness 

of learned counsel appearing for the appellant. 

4.  Learned counsel for the respondents points out 

that previously, the appellant was directed to 

ascertain as to whether the certified copy of the 

impugned decree has been filed. We find from the 
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revised report of the Stamp Reporter that such 

certified copy has been filed in the meantime. 

5. Be that as it may, in view of the prayer made, the 

matter is adjourned till March 23, 2026.  

6. However, it is made clear that in the event the 

appellant is unrepresented on the said date or any 

further adjournment is prayed, ex parte orders 

may be passed in the absence of the appellant.
