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1. It is submitted by learned counsel for the Damodar 

Valley Corporation (DVC) that in respect of the 

petitioner-companies in some of the matters, Corporate 

Insolvency Resolution Process has commenced under 

the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 and thus, 

moratorium under the said statute has set in. 

2. Photocopies of the orders to that effect are handed 

over in Court and are kept on record.  

3. In such view of the matter, there is no scope of 

continuing with the said writ petitions. 

4. Accordingly, such writ petitions, along with the 

respective connected applications, bearing WPA No. 

14728 of 2022 (CAN 1 of 2022, CAN 2 of 2023 and 

CAN 3 of 2025), WPA No. 14763 of 2022 (CAN 1 of 

2022, CAN 2 of 2023 and CAN 3 of 2025), CAN 15130 

of 2022 (CAN 2 of 2022, CAN 3 of 2022, CAN 4 of 

2022 and CAN 5 of 2023) and WPA No. 17116 of 2022 

(CAN 1 of 2023 and CAN 2 of 2025) are dismissed as 

infructuous without any order as to costs.  

5. Let the said writ petitions be de-tagged from the others. 

6. It is made clear that in the event the appropriate 

Resolution Professional and/or new management, 

subject to the outcome of the Resolution Process, 

seeks to file writ petitions on the self-same causes of 

action, the above dismissals shall not be construed as 

a bar in making such applications on the self-same 

grounds. 
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7. Insofar as the other writ petitions are concerned, 

connected issues are at present sub judice before the 

Hon’ble Supreme Court.   

8. Since this Court is apprised that the next date fixed for 

hearing the said matters before the Hon’ble Supreme 

Court is May 19, 2026, for the sake of judicial propriety, 

let these matters be listed next on July 24, 2026. 

9. Affidavits be exchanged by the parties in respect of the 

writ petitions as well as the connected applications, if 

any, in the meantime.
