This writ petition has been filed assailing the order dated
09, 2024 passed by the Central Administrative Tribunal,
Kolkata Bench in OA No0.351/1143/AN/2018 as also the order
dated October 15, 2024, passed by the same Tribunal in Review
application No.19/2024.
