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                The  main  ground  urged  by learned  counsel  for  the
        petitioners  in  these SLPs is that petitioners  have  actually
        averred  in the writ petition that the Crew Baggage Declaration
        form  dated  18th  March,  1999 signed  and  submitted  by  the
        petitioners had  not been placed before the detaining authority
        for consideration, and that the said point was urged during the
        time  of argument before the High Court, but the High Court has
        not adverted to that point at all.
