            After making some submissions, Shri  Prashant  Bhushan,  learned
counsel appearing for the petitioner, made a request for an  adjournment  to
enable his client to  bring  out  appropriate  amendment  to  challenge  the
orders issued by the Chancellor after 07.12.2012 i.e. the date on which  the
High Court passed the impugned order.
            Shri Harish N.Salve, learned senior counsel  appearing  for  the
State of Bihar submits that he has advised  the  State  Government  to  file
special leave petition against the impugned order.
             Dr.  Rajeev  Dhawan  and  Shri  K.K.Venugopal,  learned  senior
