                Mr. Vikas Singh, learned Senior Counsel appearing  for  the
           petitioners,  has  pointed  out  that  the   counsel   for   the
           petitioners did not appear on 20th July,  2012  as  the  learned
           counsel for the  respondent  had  circulated  a  letter  seeking
           adjournment and consequently the interim order dated 8th  March,
           2007 was vacated.  Mr. Vikas  Singh  has  pointed  out  that  in
           fact the
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           issue of law involved in the present case  is  also  pending  in
           Civil Appeal Nos.2287-2288 of 2010 and Civil Appeal  Nos.  5035-
           5037 of 2012.  In all the aforesaid matters, the interim  orders
           have been granted which are identical  to  the  order  that  was
           passed on 8th  March,  2007  in  the  present  matter.   Learned
           counsel has also pointed out that at no stage has the Bank shown
           any indication that it was not  prepared  to  proceed  with  the
           arguments in the matter. So far as Mr. Vikas Singh is concerned,
           the matter can be argued today itself.
                In view of the above, we recall  order,  dated  20th  July,
           2012 and direct that the interim order  granted  on  8th  March,
           2007 shall continue.  I.A. No.1 is disposed of accordingly.
                Let all these three matters [Civil Appeal Nos.2287-2288  of
           2010, Civil Appeal Nos. 5035-5037  of  2012  and  Special  Leave
           Petition (Civil) No.3686 of 2007] be listed for  final  disposal
