UPON hearing counsel the Court made the following
ORDER

This petition is directed against the order
passed by the learned Single Judge of the Delhi High
Court, who refused to condone 186 days delay in filing
of an appeal by the petitioner under Section 54 of the
Land Acquisition Act, 1894.
We have heard learned counsel for the
petitioner and perused the record.
By an order dated 18.4.2011, S.L.P.(C)N0.9730
of 2011 titled "Union of India through LAC (West)versus
Sachin Garg and another" and SLP(C)N0.9880 of 2011
titted "Union of India through LAC (West) versus
Shankuntla Aggarwal and another" filed against similar
orders passed by the learned Single Judge were
dismissed by this Court not only on the ground that he
did not commit any error by refusing to condone the
delay but also on the ground that the petitioner's
challenge to the award passed by the Reference Court
granting meagre enhancement of Rs. 4628.27 per bigha
did not warrant interference by the High Court.
For the detailed reasons recorded in order
dated 18.4.2011, which shall be read as part of this
order, the special leave petition is dismissed.
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
