            Despite service, no one appears for the appellants
     in Civil Appeal No.5592 of 2006.       No one appears for
     appellant Nos. 1 to 4 in Civil Appeal No.5593 of 2006.
     Notice sent to appellant No.5 has been received back
     unserved   with   the  endorsement  that  the   address  is
     incomplete.    Both these appeals were filed through Shri
     M.S.Dahiya, Advocate against the order of eviction passed
     by the courts below.     Shri Dahiya has since passed away.
No one has entered appearance on behalf of the appellants
in both the appeals thereby necessitating court notices to
the appellants.    In the ordinary course, we would have
dismissed the appeals for non-prosecution but keeping in
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view the fact that erstwhile counsel appearing for them has
passed away and the dismissal of these appeals will result
in eviction of the appellants from the premises in
question, we deem it just and proper to direct fresh notice
to be issued to the appellants in both the appeals
returnable by 30th March, 2010 to be served through District
Judge, Gurdaspur, Punjab, who shall take steps to ensure
that a special process server is deputed for service of the
notices upon the appellants.
