This is a right of appeal because the appellants
were acquitted by the trial court and the H gh Court
reversed the acquittal by convicting them for offence
under Section 302 read with Section 34 of the |IPC besides
ot her offences. W heard both sides. Learned counse
for the State was not able to show any particul ar reason
why the sentence cannot be suspended. |In view of the
fact that the trial court once found the appellants not
guilty, we are inclined to keep the sentence in abeyance.
Accordingly we suspend the sentence and direct the
appellants to be released on bail on each of them
furnishing a bond for such an anpbunt as the trial judge
may fix with two solvent sureties to his satisfaction
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
