Delay of 109 days in filing the restoration
petition is condoned.

On hearing counsel for petitioner no.1 (Vishnu)
we are not satisfied with the explanations given for
the non-appearance before the Mediation Centre and
before this Court and we see no reason to recall the
order dated September 21, 2011, by which the special

leave petition was dismissed.
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The application for restoration is dismissed.
