UPON hearing counsel the Court made the following
ORDER

We find no reason to interfere. Petitioner
voices an apprehension that respondents 2 and 3
(Southern  Railways), dismiss their employees from
service on receiving a negative report from the
Caste Verification Committee without any notice and

he apprehends such action in his case. Only where
appointment has been made against reserved vacancies
2
of Schedule Castes or Schedule Tribes, on the caste
claim being negatived by the Caste Verification
Committee, a termination is resorted. But in this
case the petitioner has been appointed as a general
category candidate and therefore, there is no

question of an automatic dismissal from service on

the ground that his claim for the status of a
Schedule Tribe has been negatived. If any action is
taken, it is open to him to resist the same on the

ground that he bonafide made the caste claim.

The Special Leave Petition is dismissed.
