1. Leave granted.

3. This appeal arises from an order dated
18.12.2025 passed by the High Court of
Judicature at Patna rejecting the bail prayer
of the appellant in connection with First
Information Report (FIR) No0.5123034240643/2024
registered at P.S. Mashrakh, District Saran,
Bihar.

4. The submission of the learned counsel for
the appellant is that in all there are eight
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accused including the appellant. The FIR was
lodged nine days after the incident. The role
attributed to the appellant is of hitting the
deceased with a stone. It has been submitted
that some of the accused are absconding and
there 1is no likelihood of trial being
concluded in near future. It has also been
submitted that the appellant has been falsely
implicated.

5. The Learned counsel for the State has
submitted that the appellant has one previous
criminal antecedent of the year 2012.
However, he does not dispute that FIR was
lodged with a delay of nine days.

6. Having regard to the above, without
expressing any opinion on the merits of the
case, we are of the view that the appellant is
entitled to be released on bail, pending
trial.

7. The appeal is, accordingly, allowed. The
order passed by the High Court rejecting the
bail prayer of the appellant is set aside.

8. The appellant shall be released on bail
on such terms and conditions as the trial
court may deem fit to impose in the facts and
