ORDER
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The order dated 21-01-2000 in Crl.Appeal No.78/2000
stands modified to the extentthat the petitioner is
permitted to enter Ulhasnagar, the home town in the State
of Maharashtra, for a period of six months only. The
petitioner, however, is directed to report at the
Ulhasnagar police station once in every week and should
conduct himself in such a manner so as notto cause any
obstruction in the matter in trial.
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The order dated 27-08-2001 in Crl.Appeal No.673/2001
stands modified to the extentthat the petitioner is
permitted to enter Ulhasnagar, the home town in the State
of Maharashtra, for a period of three months and for a
further period of three months to enter Raigad District in
Maharashtra. Both the orders stand modified. The
applications stand disposed of accordingly.
