        1. This is a petition for review of order dated 01.03.2013  whereby
           the special leave petition  was  dismissed  with  the  following
           observations:

                 At the threshold of hearing,  Shri  Ranjit  Kumar,  learned
                 senior counsel for the  respondents,  who  has  entered  on
                 caveat, invited our attention to the  statements  contained
                 in ground Nos. XXXII and XXXIII of the memo of the  special
                 leave petition to show that the  petitioners  have  leveled
                 wild allegations against the  learned  Judge  of  the  High
                 Court, who dismissed the first appeal.

                 In support of  his  statement,  Shri  Ranjit  Kumar  placed
                 before us xerox  copies  of  orders  dated  14.02.2011  and
                 28.02.2011.

                 We have carefully perused the two orders and  the  contents
                 of ground Nos.  XXXII  and  XXXIII  of  the  special  leave
                 petition and are convinced that  the  petitioners  are  not
                 entitled to be  heard  on  the  merits  of  the  case.  The
                 allegations leveled by the  petitioner  that  the  impugned
                 judgment is tainted by mala  fides  and  bias  are  totally
                 belied by the contents of the two orders produced  by  Shri
                 Ranjit Kumar.

                 In view of the above, we do not find any  justification  to
                 entertain the special leave petition despite the fact  that
                 in similar matter, the Court has  entertained  the  special
                 leave petition and granted leave."

      2.   We have perused the record of the review petition and the special
      leave petition and are satisfied that the order of  which  review  has



      been sought does not suffer from any  error  apparent  warranting  its
      reconsideration.
        2. The review petition is accordingly dismissed.
