In  the  meanwhile,  none  of  the
Archaks/Pujaris/Sevaks who are claiming the ownership
shall  alienate  any  property  which  is  the  subject
matter of the special leave petitions. To elaborate,
any alienation made by anyone involved in this Temple
would be treated as an effort to overreach the orders
of the Court.
