                 This petition is  directed  against  order  dated  5.3.2013
      passed by  the  Division  Bench  of  the  Andhra  Pradesh  High  Court
      dismissing the appeal filed by the petitioner under Section 54 of  the
      Land Acquisition Act, 1894 (for short, ’the Act’).
                 We have heard Shri P.S. Narasimha, learned  senior  counsel
      for the petitioner and Shri Y. Raja Gopala Rao,  learned  counsel  for
      the  respondents  and  carefully  perused  the  record  including  the
      additional documents filed on 3.9.2013 and 13.11.2013.
                 In our view, the reasons recorded by  the  Reference  court
      for fixing market value of the acquired land at the rate  of  Rs.900/-
      per square yard  are  legally  correct  and  the  High  Court  rightly
      declined to interfere with the award of the Reference Court.
                 The special leave petition is accordingly dismissed.
