      5 Acres 02 Gunthas of Survey No.442 situated at village

      Chikodi, Belgaum district.              Earlier they were described

      as agricultural lands.

                   Learned Single Judge of the High Court, vide

      impugned judgment and decree, has held that appellant

      is entitled to 1/6th share in the suit property. Even

      though    learned      counsel   appearing       for    the   appellant

      contended that he would be entitled to 1/4th share in
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the suit property, but it is refuted strenuously by the

learned counsel for the respondent.

         However,   without    going     into     the   said

controversy, we enquired from the respondents if they

would be ready and willing to offer the market price to

the appellant to the extent of 1/6 th share in lieu of



the land so that the controversy between the parties

could be settled for all time to come.

         Both   parties   prayed   for    time     to   seek

instructions in this regard and to file details of the

valuation of 1/6th share of the appellant that has been

carved out by the learned Single Judge.         For the said

purpose, the matter be taken up after three weeks.
