ONGC for allotment of flat at Bombay on 10th of September, 2008.
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               That Mr. Jayesh, Respondent will inform the petitioner
     and her family at Agra about the allotment of the flat by the
     Company. And shall go to Agra to take the petitioner with him to
     Bombay to set up his matrimonial house.

                It has been agreed between the parties that they shall
     live as husband and wife together and that there is no other claim
     against each other.
