UPON hearing counsel the Court made the following
ORDER

Vide order dated 23.8.2012, respondent - State Government
has appointed Hon’ble Mr. Justice R.C. Pandey, retired Judge of
Allahabad High Court, as its Arbitrator. Learned senior counsel
appearing for the petitioners submitted that on their behalf they wish
to appoint Hon’ble Mr. Justice S.K. Katriar, retired Judge of the
Patna High Court as an Arbitrator.
