The matters above mentioned were listed before the Hon'ble

Court on 18th November, 2013 when the Hon'ble Court was pleased to

pass the following order:-

   “Subject to the petitioners depositing a sum of
Rs.50,000/- in the Registry of this Court within four
weeks  from  today  which  shall  be  payable  to  the
respondent as cost irrespective of the result of the
special leave petition, let notice be issued  on the
application  for condonation  of delay,   the  special
leave petition as also on the petitioners' prayer for
interim relief. 

In the meanwhile, operation of the impugned order
of the High Court as also the judgment in the main
appeal shall remain stayed.

The  respondent  shall  be  free  to  withdraw  the
amount of Rs.50,000/- deposited by the petitioners in
the Registry of this Court.”

It is submitted that Mr. S. Thananjayan, counsel for the

petitioner has on 2nd December, 2013 deposited Rs. 50,000/- in

compliance to order quoted above which has been deposited in the

relevant Government account in non interest bearing account. As

service of show cause notice is incomplete in respect of sole

respondent he has not withdrawn the above said amount so far.

The matter is listed before the Hon'ble Court for direction

on the sum of Rs. 50,000/- which has been kept in non interest

bearing account.
