It is submtted by the | earned counsel appearing for the various
parties that in view of the stay granted by this Court in respect of GO No.
196 dated 07.08.2007, no further steps have been taken by the
Commi tt ee.

In this view of the matter, we nodify the orders of this Court

dated 08th February, 2008 to the extent that Cormittee may go on with

t he deci sion maki ng process and their recomendat i on to t he
Gover nnent and Gover nor may pass appropriate orders on t he
recomedat i ons made by t he Conmittee. However ,

comrut ation/rem ssion and rel ease of those prisoners identified by the
Conmittee can be only pursuant to the Governor’s deci sion.
Since, this is a very inportant matter, Shri U U Lalit,
