UPON hearing counsel the Court made the following

ORDER
We find no ground to interfere under Article 136
of the Constitution of India. Special leave petition is
dismissed.

Learned counsel for the petitioner voices an
apprehension that as the High Court has held that the
parties have signed the agreement dated 23.10.2005, the
petitioners may face difficulties before the Arbitrator
in urging other contentions regarding the validity of the
said agreement.
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We find that the delegate of learned the Chief
Justice has recorded a finding regarding the execution of
the agreement dated 23.10.2005 for the limited purpose of
appointment of Arbitrator. That will not come in the way
of the petitioners urging any other objections (other
than execution of the agreement) relating to the validity
of the said agreement dated 23.10.2005 before the
Arbitrator.
