Havi ng heard | earned counsel for the rival parties, we are
satisfied that there would be no justification whatsoever to
interfere with the inpugned order dated 22.4.2004 rendered by
the Hi gh Court of Madhya Pradesh

A perusal of the aforesaid order reveals that a concession
was nmade before the Hi gh Court acknow edging that the decision
rendered in Dr. Shanbhu Dayal Khare's case (Wit Petition No
1607 of 2001) would be nade applicable to the husband of the
respondent.

Learned counsel for the respondent has invited our attention
to the judgnent rendered in Dr. Shanbhu Dayal Khare's case
which is available on the record of the instant civil appeal as
Annexure R-1. It was acknow edged in the decision rendered in
Dr. Shanmbhu Dayal Khare’'s case, that retiral benefits would be

settled by taking into consideration the dues of the enployee in
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accordance with the scale prevalent on the date of retirement of
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Reason:
the enployee. It is natural,therefore, to infer that the retira
benefits were liable to be paid with effect fromthe date of
2
retirement. In view of the conclusion drawn above, we direct

t he appel I ant s to pay t he retiral dues to t he wife of t he



enpl oyee, who has been inpl eaded as a respondent before us,
within eight weeks fromthe date of receipt of a certified copy
of this order.
It shall be open to the appellants to recover the said dues
fromthe private institute, where the husband of the respondent
was enpl oyed, in case the appellants feel that the same ought to
have been pai d by t he institute in which the respondent’s
husband was engaged.

The instant appeal is disposed of in the above terns.
