In case the statement
of case is not filed within the said period the consequences under the Supreme Court Rules
will follow ”

It is submitted that there are three Respondents. Respondent Nos. 1 and 3 are
represented through Mr. Anagha S. Desai, Advocate. Respondent No. 2 has been served
with the notice at Special Leave Petition stage but no one has entered appearance so far.
