UPON hearing counsel the Court made the following
ORDER

After having heard learned senior counsel for the
petitioners and after perusal of the impugned order passed by learned
Single Judge of the High Court in RC Rev.N0.265 of 2012 decided on
2.7.2012, we find no ground to interfere against the same. However,
we only direct the Additional Rent Controller, Delhi to dispose of the
petitioners’ Eviction Petition at an early date, preferably within a
period of six months from the date of communication of this order,
uninfluenced by any of the observations made by learned Single Judge.
