UPON hearing counsel the Court made the following
ORDER

Although, the Fair Price Shop licence of the
respondent No.1 was cancelled on several grounds, the High
Court while passing the impugned order does not appear to
have taken notice of all the grounds. However, on the
strength of the order passed by the High Court, the licence
of the petitioner was restored and he has also been
continuing with his Fair Price Shop.

In order to decide this matter, it would be relevant
for the State of U.P. to be represented, since it has chosen
not to appear despite service of notice. Accordingly, let

this matter be adjourned for a period of four weeks
(1.8.2011) for the present, to enable the respondent No.1 to
produce a copy of the show cause notice, which was issued to
him prior to cancellation of his licence along with the

explanation submitted by him to the said notice, by way of
additional documents.

The State of U.P. and its officers, who were
responsible  for the cancellation of the petitioner's
licence, are directed to be represented on the next date and
learned counsel appearing for the said respondents is also
directed to produce the records relating to the cancellation
of the licence of the respondent No.1.
