1.        Leave granted.

2.        Heard learned counsel for the parties.

3.             Respondent No. 4 had filed writ petition No. 1060 of

     2004 before the High Court in the year 2004 challenging his

     admission in S.S. Medical College, Rewa, M.P. and writ petition

     No. 283 of 2004 was filed by petitioner No. 2 challenging her

     transfer from G.R. Medical College, Gwalior to MGM College,

     Indore.    The learned Single Judge by order dated 30.11.2006

     allowed the writ petition No. 1060 of 2004 and dismissed the

     writ petition   No. 283 of 2005 filed by the petitioner No.2.

     Against the said order, the petitioners filed writ appeals before
     the Division Bench. The Division Bench affirmed the findings of

     the Single Judge and dismissed the appeals. Aggrieved against

     the impugned order of the High Court, present appeal has been

     filed.

4.            It will be pertinent to mention here that the writ petitions

     were filed in the year 2004 and the same were finally disposed

     of by the Single Judge of the High Court on 30.11.2006 and by

     the Division Bench on 5.12.2006. The three students who are

     involved in the litigation have been continuing their studies in

     their respective colleges for more than two years. Though the

     respondent No. 4 and petitioner No. 2 had filed writ petitions

     before the High Court, we do not think that in the facts and

     circumstances of the case, it will be justified to order transfer

     of these students from one college to another. Learned counsel

     for the petitioner No. 1 submits that the college in which the



     petitioner No. 1 got admission is not running properly.

     Because of the lapse of the time, we cannot accept this

     contention at this stage. Accordingly, we set-aside the impugned

     orders of the High Court and direct that the status quo as of

     today shall be maintained till the study of the three students
 involved in the present litigation is over.

  5.        The Civil Appeal is, accordingly, disposed of. There

  shall be no order as to costs.
