ORDER

Having failed to persuade the High Court to
interfere with the concurrent findings of fact recorded
by the trial court and the lower appellate court in a
suit for declaring sale deed dated 10.1.1990 as void on
the ground that she was minor on the date of execution
thereof, the petitioner has invoked jurisdiction of
this Court under Article 136 of the Constitution of

India.
